Elevation: The resort rises from approximately 600 feet above sea level in the valley at 
Stoney Creek to an elevation of close to 4,000 feet on the mountain. 

 
Climate: Seasonal, with mountain cool temperatures and low humidity in spring and 

summer. Summer temperatures rarely exceed 82 to 85 degrees Fahrenheit. 
Colder temperatures in winter, combined with the mountain elevation, 
provide excellent snow conditions December through March.

Junior Golf Programs 
• Advance Junior Golf School: Perfect for the junior wishing to take  

his/her game to the next level, the advanced junior school targets junior 
players from 13-18.  Whether trying out for the high school team or 
aspiring to play in college, spend 12 hours on both the practice tee and 
the golf course defining concepts and fundamentals.  In addition, this 
program will teach the junior how to practice more effectively, how to 
get more out of their rounds with short game secrets and pre-shot 
routines.  This program is headed by Devils Knob PGA Head 
Professional Philip Licata. Schools are available year round. 

• Junior Golf Clinic: Offered in conjunction with the Resort Daily 
Clinic, for junior golfers ages 7 to 14. Focus is on teaching the 
fundamentals of golf with fun games in a group environment.   

• Junior Tennis/Golf Programs: Children ages 7 to 14 are invited to 
participate in this popular program that exposes them to both golf and 
tennis.  This summer program runs out of Stoney Creek June through 
August and is offered from Monday –Thursday.  Sign up for the week 
or just a day and let your children enjoy “fun”damentals in both sports. 

• Nike Junior Golf Camps: US Sport Camps and Wintergreen Resort 
have teamed up to present the Nike Junior Golf camps. Camp 
offerings are held each summer for the junior golfer who is either a 
beginner or a tournament player. Session options include a weeklong 
overnight camp, an extended day camp or a day camp. Pricing and 
details about the Nike camp can be found on the resort’s golf 
webpage at WintergreenResort.com or ussports.com.
